


What is the CRC Energy Effi ciency Scheme?
This is a new, mandatory, energy saving and carbon emissions 
reduction scheme introduced by the UK Government and 
administered by the Environment Agency. We have produced 
this guide to help you assess if your organisation qualifi es for 
this scheme.

What does the scheme involve?
Organisations will need to monitor their emissions and 
purchase allowances to emit CO2. The more CO2 you 
emit, the more allowances you will need to purchase thus 
incentivising you to reduce your emissions. A league table 
will be published each year showing how each of the 
participants performed. Year one of the scheme is a reporting 
year and allowances will not need to be purchased.

Does my Organisation qualify for the scheme?
The CRC Scheme is mandatory for all Half-Hourly Metered 
sites (HHM) in the UK which at parent company level 
collectively consumed over 6,000,000 kWh’s of electricity 
during the calendar year 2008. If your organisation has 
exceeded this level, then you will be a “participant” in 
the scheme. As a scheme participant you will be charged 
£950 to register. 

If your organisation is Half-Hourly Metered and has used 
less than 6,000,000 kWh’s during 2008 you will still need 
to register for the scheme as a “declarer” and report 
on your annual usage each year. As a declarer, you will not be 
required to purchase any carbon credits and your registration 
for the scheme will be free of charge. Organisations who used 
less than 3,000,000 kWh’s will have to make an information 
disclosure but will not have to report any consumption data. 

Organisations who currently hold Climate Change Agreements 
are exempt from participating in the scheme, but must still 
register as scheme declarers. 

How do I register for the scheme?
The Environment Agency has decided to use an on-line 
registration process which can be found at http://crc.
environment-agency.gov.uk/crcregistry/web/login If your 
organisation already has a Government Gateway ID you may 
use this to register. If you do not have a gateway ID you can 
create a new account on this page. You must register by the 
30th of September 2010.

What penalties will I face if I do not register by 
September 30th 2010?
If you do not register by this date you will face a penalty 
of £5000 plus £500/day on top of this amount until your 
registration is complete. These penalties apply to both 
scheme “participants” and scheme “declarers”.
